‘“Manahsastram”’

opportunity to attend a two-day National Psychology Seminar “*Manahsastram”’
at Vimala College on the 10th and the 11 August 2025. The event brought
together leading experts and offered students valuable insights into diverse
areas of psychology and mental health.

The seminar opened with Dr. Linjo C.J., who explored different personality
types-paranoid, obsessive-compulsive, anxious-avoidant, borderline, and antisocial.
He also introduced instrumentum psychotherapy, a method that integrates
therapeutic instruments with traditional verbal therapy to enhance outcomes.
This was followed by Mrs. Leemamol Mathew, who unpacked the concept of
“kama mutta”, illustrating its societal relevance with examples such as the
2018 floods.

Day two began with an inspiring session by Dr. Sunny Joseph, who emphasised
resilience-building and promoting community mental wellness. He highlighted
practical strategies including mental health interventions, sociological surveys,
and awareness campaigns. The seminar concluded with Dr. Raheemudheen PK.,
clinical psychologist, who linked physical and mental well-being while discussing
evolving approaches to community mental health care. His session covered
pressing issues like self-harm risk factors, “'screenagers,” sentiment analysis
tools, and Tele-Maanas initiatives.

Adding to the excitement, two of our students proudly represented the
school in the inter-school Psychology Quiz — PsyQuest, held as part of the
seminatr.

The seminar proved to be both enriching and inspiring, broadening students’
understanding of mental health at both individual and societal levels.
